The eastern margin of the 
Athabasca Basin hosts the 
world’s most productive 
uranium mines with 25% of 
global uranium production 
 

Millennium and Key Lake 
deposits are important to Key 
Lake SW prospectivity, with 
mineralization found up to 
400m below the basal 
unconformity 
 

A spatial association with 
regional P2 fault and location 
on cross cutting faults make Key 
Lake geology similar to Phoenix 
 

The Phoenix discovery on
